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Como na primeira condicional, na segunda condicional, nés
ainda estamos pensando sobre o futuro. A diferenca entre elas
é o resultado da condi¢ao. Agora estamos falando de nao
haver possibilidade real de a condicao acontecer.

If we were in Brasilia today, we would be able to go to the Jesus
Culture's show.
(Se nos estivessemos em Brasilia hoje, estariamos disponiveis
para ir ao show do Jesus Culture.)

They aren't in Brasilia, that's why they can't watch the show.
( Eles ndo estao em Brasilia, por isso ndo podem assistir ao
show. )



Formacao
A second conditional é formada por duas sentencas: a If clause e a main

clause.

A 1f clause contém o verbo no simple past (passado simples) e a main clause

inclui alguns verbos modais como o would, could, might, should.

If+ simple past + would, could, might, should + infinitivo (sem to)



Third
Conditional



A terceira condicional € diferente da primeira e da segunda
porque falamos sobre eventos no passado. Ndo ha
absolutamente nenhuma possibilidade de isso acontecer, ja que
algo mais ja aconteceu no passado. Estamos falando de algo
que deveria ter acontecido ou que queriamos que fosse

diferente no passado, mas nao aconteceu.

Past Perfect WOULD HAVE + Past Participle

f | I had gone to my mom's house | | would have sang with my brothers.



No exemplo anterior, voc€ ndo fo1 a casa de sua mae
onde seus irmaos estavam assinando. Vocé€ pode 1r a
casa de sua mae no futuro, mas essa oportunidade ja
passou. Usamos o pretérito perfeito do passado para
nos referir a condi¢ao passada. Utilizamos o participio
passado + para se referir ao resultado que nao poderia
ter acontecido. Nesse condicional, tanto a condi¢io
original quanto o resultado sao impossiveis.



Na Third conditional, o would have poderiam ser
substituidas por should have, could have, or
might have.

Por exemplo: If you had put gas in the car, we
could have made it to the airport.
