No presente: do / does
Passado: did

Who did this scene?

Who does Carla loves?



Subject- We don't know the person or thing who performed the action,
and we want to find out.

Subject questions do NOT use the auxiliary verbs do, does, and did.

Who /What + verb in simple present or simple past + object ?

Who want some fruit?
Who lied to Anna?

What is he wearing?
