Formacao do Present Continuous

O Present Continuous & composto por um verbo principal e um verbo auxiliar.

Utiliza-se o verbo to be no Simple Present (presente simples) como auxiliar e ao verbo

principal, é acrescida a terminacao -ing.
Ou seja, na construcao frasal esse tempo verbal segue o seguinte padrao de formacao:
Sujeito + verbo to be + verbo com -ing + complemento

Exemplo:

She is watching TV. (Ela esta assistindo TV.)




Forma Negativa

Na forma negativa, acrescenta-se o not depois do verbo to be, ou seja, a construcdo das

frases negativas é feita da seguinte forma:
Sujeito + verbo to be + not + verbo com -ing + complemento
Exemplo:

She is not watching TV. (Ela ndo esta assistindo TV.)

Forma Interrogativa

Na forma interrogativa, o verbo auxiliar to be aparece no inicio da frase. O padrao da

estrutura das frases interrogativas € o seguinte:
Verbo to be + sujeito + verbo com -ing + complemento
Exemplo:

Is she watching TV? (Ela esta assistindo TV?)




1. Quando o verbo principal termina em -e e é precedido de consoante, retira-se a vogal e

dcrescenta-se o —f'.".'g.

Exemplos:

e To dance (dancar) - dancing

e To take (pegar, tomar) - taking
2. Quando o verbo termina com -ie, troca-se essa terminacao por -y e acrescenta-se -ing.

Exemplos:

» Die (morrer) - dying

consoante+vogal+consoante (CVC), duplica-se a ultima consoante.
